C for making it possible to rush aid to the imperiled Southern California region: “While many individu-
als and corporations donate o the American Red Cross during a disaster, Kimberly-Clark has taken
the lead to provide ongoing financial support in expectation of major disasters and to help the Ameri-
can Red Cross better prepare communities and families for disasters. With their annual donation,
Kimberly-Clark ensured the American Red Cross had the resources available and ready to respond
when the California wildfires oceurred.
